Lone Star Conference champions for the second 
consecutive year, the Bobcats beat the best teams 
in Texas to compile a regular season record of 18 vic­
tories and four defeats. 

Twice they defeated the Texas Aggies, Southwest 
Conference champions, at Aggieland, and also notch­
ed _twin victories over SWC runner-up, Texas Univer­
sity, in pre-season practice sessions. 

Southwest also handed the professional Whisker­
ed Wizards their second defeat in 62 games. 

Winners of 21 consecutive home games, the Bob­
cats tasted defeat only on the road, then by the grand 
total of nine points. 

With the conference champions, the Bobcats gain­
ed a bid to compete in the Texas Regional Play-offs 
for a berth in the National Association of Intercolleg­
iate Basketball Tournament at Kansas City, Mo. 

Southwest made the Kansas City tourney by de­
feating North Texas State, Gulf Coast Conference 
champion, and Texas Tech, Texas leader of the Border 
Conference. 

The Bobcats won their first round of N AIB play, 
handily defeating Morehead College of Kentucky, 
70-62. Regis College of Denver eliminated Southwest

The season was truly the greatest in the history 

of the College. ·Coach Milton Jowers' quintet opened 
the campaign with double victories over Howard 
Payne, second place Texas Conference winner, and 
kept gaining victory momentum through their final 
game with Regis. 

Moving to the LSC championship was no easy 
task. The league title wasn't decided until the last 
game of the Bobcat schedule when the Cats downed 
Stephen F. Austin in a sudden-death tilt at Nac­
ogdoches. 

Averaging 66.S points per game, Southwest had 
the best offensive record in Texas. Their defensive 
mark of 49.5 was second only to Texas A&M, and 
was also second among the nation's small colleges. 

J. C. (Spider) Maze, 6-5 center, lead the scoring 
with 275 points. James (Buster) Gillis, 6-3 forward 
and team captain, was second with 248 markers. 

Other leading point getters were Lawrence Berry, 
203, Lewis Gilcrease, 172, Vernon McDonald, 188, 
Bookie Brymer, 172, Bob Beaty, 90, and Joe Sutton, 47. 

Southwest's record is truly one of team success. 
There was little individual difference between the 
starting five and the second team, which, incidentally, 
got in quite a lot of playing time.

INTEREST HIGH D'URIN 
Religious Emphasis Week, March 4-9, carried the theme "I AM 

THIRD." An annual event sponsored by the Student Religious Asso­
ciation, Religious Emphasis Week is a period on the Campus at which 
time a definitely planned program of participation in religious activi­
ties is scheduled. 

The two main purposes of the Week of Religious Emphasis are 
to acquaint students who have not had any religious experience with 
God, and to strengthen the foundations of faith of those who are 
already founded in the love of Christ. 

Religious Emphasis Week has come to be an annual event on 
the Campus since 1944. This year, 1951, as last year, 1950, a team of 
speakers has been used in order to broaden the activities of the 
week and to make possible different types of experiences for the stu­
dents. By having the speakers in different activities such as assem­
blies, classroom discussions, seminars, worship services, personal 
conferences, and bull sessions, the Student Religious Association tries 
to reach all students. 

Starting in the spring the SRA begins planning for the Week 
and carries its plans through the fall semester, adding and subtract­
ing on the way. Approximately fourteen committees are formed to 
enable the plans to be carried on effectively and smoothly.
