Senator Johnson graduated from the college with a B. S. in
Education in 1926.

Is Home of Contented Cows

Agriculture students have an opportunity to receive practical ex-
perience on the 435 acre College Farm,

Of this 435 acres about 300 are tillable. Grazing and feed crops
are grown to support the various livestock enterprises.

The dairy herd consists of 40 milking cows of the Holstein and
Jersey breeds. Herefords can be found on the farm too.

Eggs layed by the poultry flock are collected three times daily
and placed on refrigeration to preserve quality, They are washed
and graded according to size by machine. The eggs are then candled
for interior quality and packed in cartons before being sold to
stores in San Marcos.
